Change to waste and recycling bin collection days from the 
15 July; was Tuesday now Thursday. There will be no change to brown bin collection days. Locality budget funding has been launched; applications are welcomed. The minimum award is £250 and must meet the Council’s strategic objectives.

County Councillor's report 

Key points in the verbal report included the impact the Local plan will have on the work of the County Council; in a bid to save £340,000, 23 bus routes will not be receiving funding (will not have  a huge bearing on Wetherden); SCC have spent a total of £8.1million, £4 million of this paid in fees, prior to the decision not to go ahead with the Upper Orwell Crossings Project.

A member of the public asked what action the Parish Council were initiating in relation to early morning excessive speeding coming through the village?
S.I.D report

A report from data collected from the S.I.D highlights the necessity to encourage drivers to slow down. Peak speeding times are 5.30am- 6.30am and 11.30am to 1.00pm. Installing rumble strips was suggested – proven not to be effective, only noisy/detrimental to steering. There may be a possibility of bolting an ANPR device to the S.I.D (currently being trialled in Halesworth).

a) The Terms & Conditions for the Wetherden Seniors Football Club were approved with two amendments. Item 6 to read …for a minimum fee per occasion of £30, 50% being payable to the Parish Council at the end of the season. Item 7 to read…seeding at the end of the season, by the club. 
With a view for asking for a contribution towards the use of the bottom pitch, (free for the last two seasons), Haughley Youth Football Team to be contacted to clarify what facilities they are using. 
b) Sinks were not blocked; the valves had been turned off. Other maintenance issues identified included toilets not bolted down/pipe work and sinks not secured to the wall/flooring needs replacing. Estimated cost £500-£2,500. 
Cllr Hensby to investigate flooring costs.
