Minutes of the Parish Council meeting – the Parish Council meeting minutes of 16 May 2019 were signed as a true record.

District Councillor's report – this had been circulated. Planning application for 134 dwellings with employment provision at the Former Poultry Processing Plant, Haughley Park has been received. Public consultation until 27th June 2019.

County Councillor's report – this had been circulated. 
Proposed change to the current 30/60mph to a 30/40/60mph along the C401 in Elmswell. Cllrs suggested the speed limit should not be varied but kept at a continuous 30mph. A further issue raised related to Lawn Farm Quarry – significant increase in lorry movements, mud on the road (continue to report to Highways).

Public Participation
The owner of Haughley Park expressed concern that a second planning application has been submitted to MSDC to build 134 houses with employment provision on the site of the former Poultry Processing Plant. Discussion took place regarding the proposal. It was unanimously agreed the same objections as per the previous application (DC/18/03592) be repeated with additional comments a) not put forward as a designated site in the Local Plan (due to be published next week) b) MSDC already has a 5-year land supply c) a number of industrial units may well be forthcoming near to the entrance of Haughley Park. Cllr Hensley to post the planning application on social media.
CIL: As an old form was used, Cllr Eburne was asked whether the application submitted by the Town Lands Trust for resurfacing the car park opposite The Maypole was included in the end of May project list or would it have to wait until October? Cllr Eburne to make enquiries and provide feedback. 

With speeding being an issue for the village, Cllr Hensly suggested a second SID be purchased from monies already received from CIL. No decision was made.

A price of £60-£100 apiece has been quoted to service the strimmers – agreed.
