District Councillor Rachel Eburne’s report 

Report was previously circulated, and contents noted. Topics included the Cabinet decision for an exemplar low carbon housing scheme of around 50 new dwellings in Elmswell, estimated cost £16 million; a meeting to discuss reduced bus services has been organised by Woolpit Parish Council; the Boundary Commission has published revised constituency boundaries for review. If agreed, they will come into effect for the next general election. Comments on the proposals need to be made by 5th December, Cllr Eburne to post deadline on Face Book.

County Councillors Andrew Stringer’s report


Report was previously circulated, and contents noted. There are diversions coming up which may, or may not impact on Wetherden – Turkey Hall Lane, Bacton, an HGV route, will be closed for three months; apologies that there were two diversions on the same day, Kates Lane and Elmswell Road, these were emergency works that had not been programmed by SCC; the Government has agreed to a County Deal for Suffolk, billed as bringing about more devolution and control in the future around transport, infrastructure and skills. SCC are pursuing a model whereby the Leader of the County Council is directly elected by the people of Suffolk.

Public Participation

An issue raised with Cllr Stringer: Considerable amount of mud on the road generated from Agmax - keep reporting to the District Council; except for entering the village for delivering to local addresses, using the road is a breach of Condition 9 within their original planning permission, a valid invoice is also required. Other matters raised included a rotten post on the bridge over the ditch at the playing field, shed by Pavilion is used for storage of gardening tools, paint, gazebos, storage of lighting equipment, fencing and orange safety stakes for the bonfire committee, a locked gate on the right hand side of a lane at the playing field, Cllr Perry to investigate; information relating to speeding statistics to be posted on the notice boards, Cllr Perry to action; rather than using the garage premises near Little Chef/Travel Lodge, several vehicles, some with trailers, are parking on the road. If seen, Police to be informed.
